The aim of this allocation is to try to ensure that broadly equal numbers of pieces are submitted for each of the ensembles.   The London Consorts of Winds consists of a number of small wind ensembles. The players are good amateurs. Each ensemble has a conductor. We are based in south London.    SUBMISSIONS  Pieces for our 3 fixed-instrumentation ensembles should be no longer than 7 minutes.
